Ag poverty hes reached an alarming level, the government has 1o sel up
apecial committor which will foemulade meazures w alleviale the problerm. Here are
my sugocsiions:

Firstly. the govemment could encourage the elderly 1o emigrate o the main-
lamd. The living standard there is far lower than that in Hong Bong. The eldery could
eqily get rid of povernty in the mainland and live happily, This could narmow the
wealth gapin Hong Kong.

Secondly, the government could help poor citizens by subsidizing education
and training, especially for unskilled sworkers. This could improve their competitive
skills and improve the ohility of people o supporl themselves in the hi-tech
coonomy. Mose pubfic money for retraining bow-skilled government jobs are the best
remedics for poveny,

Thirdly, ivis essentis e sel up a minimum wage and masimum working hours,
Even though people ger pobs, they get Tow salary that could ealy enzble them
survive on the edie of subsisienee. The govermment shoald set up o minioem wage
